225. To confirm the minutes of the last meeting held on 3rd January 2013. The minutes of the meeting were    agreed and duly signed.
226. Precept and budget
a. To ratify the precept request for 2013/14 following the introduction of the Localised Council Tax Support scheme. It was agreed to accept the precept payment of £12,431 and    accept the additional grants in order to keep the Band D rate as zero increase. Clerk to inform AVDC.
b. To discuss and agree the budget for 2013/14 The budget was discussed and agreed.
227. Planning
a. 13/00003/APP Finsthwaite, High Street. Two Storey and single storey front extension and    single storey rear extension. The Council resolved it had NO OBJECTION.
b. 13/00013/ATC Fell one cherry and reduce, crown clean and crown lift one cherry at 45 High Street. The Council resolved it had NO OBJECTION and defers the matter to the tree    officer.
c. 12/02850/AOP Site for up to 220 residential units and a Park & Ride facility. Land North of Weedon Hill Major Development Area Buckingham Road Aylesbury. The Council resolved to OBJECT. Clerk to draft letter.
228. Environment:
a. Newville Sub-station. The litter picking will be timetabled for early March.
b. Footpaths, Footways and Highways. 
i. Village Walk Gate Scheme – Councillor Measures to report at the next meeting.
ii. To report on timescales for work to village signs and entrance gates. Transport for Bucks have confirmed that the gates have been made and painted. The signs have not been delivered, once these are received everything will be installed.
iii. Cllr Kett to report on timetable for Community Speedwatch volunteer scheme. Councillor Kett to submit a plan to TVP showing the monitoring sites. The scheme will be actioned in the spring.
iv. Potholes Clerk to report potholes at :
· Top corner of Northcroft at the junction with High Street

· Outside 13 High Street.

229. Grass, hedges and verges. 
i. To report on any areas requiring attention. None.
ii. To discuss grinding down tree stumps at entrance to play area. It was agreed to carry out this work at a cost of £30.
iii. To discuss arrangements for tendering the horticultural contract. Clerk to prepare tender documents and display on notice boards and the website, and mail the          contractors who have already expressed an interest. Closing date for tenders February 8th 2013. Awarding the contract to be added to the March agenda.
c. Street Lighting. Clerk to report new bulb required outside 38 East End. Councillor Sellers will investigate which lights need cleaning.
d. Dog bins. Residents are using the litter bin at the top of East End to dispose of dog waste. Clerk to order a sign for litter bin. NO DOG WASTE. Clerk to inform AVDC that the quote of £32.26 per annum for the dog waste service ( 26 empties per year and 2 sanitisations ) with AVDC’s new contractor is acceptable.
e. War Memorial. Three quotes for the repairs have now been received. Councillor Rose and the Clerk will complete the grant application.
