99. Receive Apologies: to accept apologies for absence from Cllr Ashurst and Cllr Kett
100. Public Meeting Open Forum Adjournment: to allow public participation. No public attended.
101. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: to declare any personal or prejudicial interests.
Cllr Rose declared her interest in planning application 11/02546/ATC, Cllr Jameson-Evans declared his interest in planning application 11/02655/ATC.
102. To confirm the minutes of the last meeting The minutes of the last meetings held on 16th and 22nd November 2011 were agreed as a true record and duly signed.
103. Planning: 
a) 11/02546/ATC Manor Farmhouse, 32 High Street. Fell one Italian Cypress tree and one Goat Willow. No objection, refer to tree officer.
b) 11/02384/ALB 28 High Street. Relocation of internal stud wall doorway. No objection and no comments.
c) 11/02620/APP Amendment to 10/02362/APP Annexe to 8 High Street. It was unanimously agreed to object to this application for the following reasons :-
a. The footprint of the annexe and the height of the eaves have increased.

b. Unnecessary creation of living space in the loft area with a new staircase and roof lights, for a disabled elderly occupant.
c. Creation of wall to separate kitchen and dining space. Annexe should be dependent on main dwelling.
Cllr Rose to draft letter with objections and query if the requirement of the driveway widening has been completed.
104. Pond - to discuss recommendations for maintenance of pond.

Cllr Rose has received two quotes for maintenance to the pond. It was agreed that :-

a. George Cheshire would be contracted to excavate and remove silt from base of pond and create bed for planting with two courses of bricks - up to a limit of £1000. George Chesire will carry out the work before Xmas.
b. Rod d’Ayala would be contracted to supply and plant marginal plants in this new bed.
The planting of shrubs around the area and further planting around the overflow grill, will be reviewed at a later date.
Residents of Stockaway will be informed by letter of potential road blockage.

105. Queen’s Jubilee

It was agreed that Cllr Rose would represent the PC on any meetings with WVA and the School Room committee to discuss possible events and activities for the Queen’s Jubilee on 2nd – 5th June 2012.
