Minutes of the Meeting of Weedon Parish Council held in the Old Schoolroom

108. Receive Apologies: to accept apologies for absence.
Cllr Justin Sellers, Cllr Nigel Winnett, Cllr Mary Baldwin ( BCC ), Ralph Followell ( Neighbourhood Watch Co-ordinator )
109. Public Meeting Open Forum Adjournment: to allow public participation.
110. Declaration of interest in items on the agenda: to declare any personal or prejudicial interests.
Cllr Bond declared his interest in planning applications due to his role as District Cllr sitting on the AVDC Development Control Committee as he will review his decision at Committee based on the additional information available at the time.
111. To confirm the minutes of the last meeting held on 7th December 2011.
The minutes were agreed as a true record of the meeting and duly signed.
 112. Neighbourhood Watch
7 crimes have been reported in Weedon in last 12 months, the most recent resulting in an arrest, due to information from the public. The police urged residents to ring 101 to report a possible crime in progress, and should not be worried if it is a false alarm. Taking an interest in a potential crime, is likely to deter a criminal who could move on. Recent work to the Parish Plan revealed that residents would like a greater police presence.

It was agreed to arrange a Saturday morning open day in March to recruit more NW Co-ordinators and for residents to meet representatives from the police and AVDC Community Safety team. Details to feature in March village newsletter. Clerk to arrange. Emergency Action Group members to be asked to act as Co-ordinators.
113.Planning: 
a. 11/02746/APP The Holt, Stockaway. Demolition of garage and store and erection of replacement garage and store. Comments by 20th Jan. No objections.
b. 11/02786/ATP The Lilies, High Street. Works to trees. Defer to tree officer.
Clerk to enquire when decision re 8 High St is due.
114.Environment:
a. Footpaths, Footways and Highways: The pot holes on the Aston Abbotts Road outside Chesnuts Farm have been patched but are already deteriorating. Proposed works to this road are listed on BCC web-site for 2012/2013, budget dependent.
Clerk to contact owners of The Small House regarding the hedge overhanging the footpath and water running down driveway which freezes on pavement.
b. Dog bin. The dog bin has been installed outside the play area gates. It was agreed to have it emptied fortnightly. No sign will be erected on the litter bin unless it continues to be used by dog walkers.
c. Street Lighting; Replacement lamp awaited for light outside Manor House. Cllr Jameson-Evans to complete street light audit and enter on details on mapping website. 
d. Play Area: The work to the gates has been completed.
e. New Road Trees: Cllr Kett to ask Lynch Garden Services when replanting of trees can be expected.
f. Pond ; Work to remove the silt from the floor of the pond, cut back and remove overgrown foliage and create new marginal bed for spring planting - has been completed. Cllr Bond was thanked for helping to dispose of the silt.
g. Street nameplates ; Letter received from AVDC confirming that they will cease repairs and replacement of street nameplates from April 2012 due to budget cuts, however they will replace any of the old street nameplates still in use, up until end of March. Cllr Measures will check them and report any required replacements to Clerk.
h. Street Cleansing : AVDC have not confirmed which areas are litter picked. Cooks Hill and New Road should be high priority. Clerk to chase.
i. Salt bins ; Clerk has written refilling procedure following contact with BCC. Cllr Jameson-Evans will record locations of bins on mapping system. The salt bins need to be checked and reported if they need refilling. Cllr Jameson-Evans will check the salt bin outside his house, if empty he will check other bins and report.
115.Correspondence and other communications including reports on Local Area Forum:
a. Letters have been received from John Bridle’s Charity and Lord Fortescue’s Charity requesting the appointment of trustees. Cllr Measures to contact Mike Moore and Lucy Orchard to ask if they will continue to serve.
b. Cllr Rose will attend a Bucks County Show Traffic meeting on Monday 23rd January. Report next meeting.

c. The Society for Clerks to Local Councils has supplied dates for Induction courses for new Clerks for 2012. It was agreed to pay the course fee of £175 for Clerk to attend Bucks course in Sept/Oct 2012
d. The meeting acknowledged receipt of a letter and report by the Bierton with Broughton Plan Steering Group including results of their consultation and community views.
116. Implementation and review of Weedon Village Parish Plan Action Points
a. Donate a Gate Scheme. Clerk to obtain quote from BCC for supplying and installing 8 kissing gates and a comparative quote from another contractor.
b. Play area Timberplay Play equipment suppliers have visited the play area and preparing a suggested design and costings for new play equipment.  
c. Traffic Calming Repainting of road markings at junction has been completed. Report on signage around the village awaited from BCC Sian Thomas, Clerk to chase. Clerk to get details of Community Speedwatch scheme for next meeting.

d. Review of website. Currently very basic but functional. It was agreed to explore options of redesigning and potential costs. Cllr Ashurst to seek local expert to assist, Cllr Measures to explore commercial companies who market via e-mails - and report next meeting.

It was agreed to include details of the Sat morning Neighbourhood Watch event, update on BCC work to Aston Abbotts Road and any issues from Bucks Show traffic meeting.
